Gender Pay Gap Report

Introduction

Gender pay reporting legislation requires employers with 250 or more employees to publish statutory
calculations every year showing how large the pay gap is between their male and female employees.
This report has been prepared from our payroll data on the snapshot date of 31 March 2017.

Difference in mean and median hourly pay

The mean hourly rate is the average hourly wage across the trust so the mean gender pay gap is a
measure of the difference between women’s mean hourly wage and men’s mean hourly wage. The
median hourly rate is calculated by ranking all employees from the highest paid to the lowest paid,
and taking the hourly wage of the person in the middle; so the median gender pay gap is the
difference between women’s median hourly wage (the middle paid woman) and men’s median hourly
wage (the middle paid man).
