Built by the Moors in a defensive position at the heart of the Caliphate of Cordoba, Cuenca
is an unusually well-preserved medieval fortified city. Conquered by the Castilians in the
12th century, it became a royal town with important buildings, such as Spain's first Gothic
cathedral, and the famous casas colgadas (hanging houses), suspended from sheer cliffs
overlooking the Huécar river. During the 19th century the city expanded onto nearby low-
land and in fact became two cities: the upper, old city and the lower, modern one close to
the railway from Madrid. The old city was designated a UNESCO World Heritage site in
1996.

Every year many tourists visit Cuenca as it is a very interesting and historical city with many
old buildings and cultural centres. Food is good, offering typical Spanish dishes such as tor-
tilla de patata and tapas.

Un equipo de investigadores de la ONG Common Sense Media realizaron un cuestionario a 1.240 padres
y a adolescentes con edades comprendidas entre los 12 y los 18 afos.

Los datos revelaron que la mitad de los adolescentes afirmaba sentir adiccion hacia el movil y el 60%
de los padres opinaba lo mismo. A pesar de si los padres pensaban si sus hijos eran o no adictos al mo-
vil, el 66% consider6 que pasaban demasiado tiempo con el smartphone; en el caso de los adolescentes,
el 52% lo veia también asi.

Ademas, el 77% de los padres coincidian en que sus hijos se distraian continuamente -al menos tres ve-
ces a la semana- debido al uso del movil.

Casi el 80% de los jovenes admitié que revisaba o comprobaba sus notificaciones en el movil cada hora
como minimo.

El fenémeno de la adiccion a los mdviles es relativamente reciente, por lo que no hay un diagnéstico
oficial al respecto.

“Para los adolescentes, las redes sociales y el contacto con amigos son una tarea primordial de desarro-
llo y el enfoque. Cuando se quita la linea vital de un adolescente con sus amigos, habra una reaccion
emocional importante, una ruptura de la relacion padre-hijo”, alerta Bet Peters, psicologo clinico en
Westminster (Inglaterra).

Summary in English

Adolescents are becoming more attached to their phones. A study by the NGO Common
Sense Media revealed that half of surveyed young people from age 12 to 18 are addicted
to their phones and 60% of parents thought the same. Additionally 77% of parents be-
lieved their children to be continuously distracted. Almost 80% of young people admitted
checking their phones at least every half hour. But removing access to social media could
have a negative impact on young people, as there will be an emotional reaction and this
will create a rupture in the relationships between parents and child.
