Brittany 

Brittany is a region in Northwest France. In Breton it is called Breizh and in French Bretagne. The adjective for Brittany is Bre-

ton. 

Today the official administrative region has 4 departments: Côtes-d'Armor, Finistère, Ille-et-Vilaine and Morbihan 

Before 1941, a fifth département was part of Brittany: Loire-Atlantique, which includes Nantes. The five departments form the 

cultural region of Brittany, also known as "historical Brittany". 

Brittany is situated in the West of France and its coastline juts out into the Atlantic. Warmed by the Gulf Stream, Brittany has a 

mild and temperate climate with warm summers and wet winters. 

Three languages are traditionally spoken in Brittany: Breton language in the West part, a Celtic mix similar to Cornish; Gallo (a 

Romance language) in the East part, and everywhere, French. 

The capital of Brittany is Rennes, a lively city in the Ille-et-Vilaine department. 

The name of Brittany is related to Great Britain (in French, Grand Bretagne). The region has also been called Lesser Britain or 

Little Britain in the past. After the Anglo-Saxons started arriving in Great Britain in the 5th century, many of the Ancient Britons 

(Celts) moved to this region. The region may have already had strong ties with the Ancient Britons even before that. These 

tribes gave Brittany its name, the Breton language, the local place names and many parts of its culture. Brittany was a separate 

country from the 9th century until it was united with France in 1532. It was a province of France until the French Revolution, 

when its land was divided in departments. Brittany regained a regional government in the 1980s. 

Brittany is the home of the world's largest collection of standing stones in one place, the Carnac stones. 

Brittany's main industry is agriculture, in particular: pork farming, chicken farming and the production of maize (for cattle feed). 

Brittany is also the name of a dog breed.

                                    Emmanuel Macron—President of France 

Emmanuel Jean-Michel Frédéric Macron ( born 21 December 1977 in Amiens) is a French politician, senior civil servant, and 
former investment banker. Macron is the 25th and current President of France since 
14 May 2017. He is a social liberal. 

Macron was a member of the Socialist Party (PS) from 2006 to 2009. He was desig-
nated deputy secretary-general under François Hollande's first government in 2012 
before being appointed Minister of Economy, Industry and Digital Affairs in 2014 
under the Second Valls Government, where he pushed through business-friendly 
reforms. 

Macron resigned in August 2016 in order to launch a bid in the 2017 presidential 
election. In November 2016, Macron declared that he would run in the election un-
der the banner of En Marche!, a centrist movement he founded in April 2016. Mac-
ron won the election after defeating Marine Le Pen on the second round on 7 May 
2017 by winning 66% of the vote. At his election to the presidency at age 39, he be-
came the youngest President in French history and the youngest head of state since 
Napoléon III. 

 

Macron was born in Amiens, France. He is the son of Françoise (Noguès), a physician, 
and Jean-Michel Macron, professor of neurology at the University of Picardy. He was raised in a non-religious family, but he 
was baptised a Roman Catholic at his own will at age 12.. He learnt piano in Amiens conservatory. 

His parents sent him off to Paris because of a bond he had formed with Brigitte Auzière, a married teacher with three children 
at Jésuites de la Providence, who later became his wife. He studied Philosophy at the University of Paris-Ouest Nanterre La 
Défense. 

Early political career 

Macron was a member of the Socialist Party (PS) from 2006 to 2009. 

He was appointed as the Minister of Economy and Finance in the second Valls Cabinet on 26 August 2014, replacing Arnaud 
Montebourg. In August 2015, Macron stated that he was no longer a member of the PS and was now an Independent. 

2017 French presidential bid 

Macron founded an independent political party, En Marche!, in Amiens on 6 April 2016. On 16 November 2016, Macron for-
mally declared his candidacy for the French presidency after months of speculation. In his announcement speech, Macron 
called for a "democratic revolution" and promised to "unblock France". 

Many foreign politicians have voiced support for Macron, including European Commission President Jean-Claude Juncker, Ger-
man Chancellor Angela Merkel, and former US President Barack Obama. 

On 23 April 2017, Macron won 24% of the vote with opponent Marine Le Pen winning 21%. During the second round, Macron 
beat Le Pen by a Landslide victory with 66% of the vote to LePen's 34%. 

President of France (since 2017) 

Macron formally became President on 14 May. On 15 May, he appointed Édouard Philippe of the Republicans as Prime Minis-
ter. On the same day, he met Angela Merkel, the Chancellor of Germany, as part of his first official foreign visit. The two lead-
ers emphasized the importance of France–Germany relations to the European Union. They agreed to draw up a "common road 
map" for Europe, insisting that neither was against changes to the Treaties of the European Union.
