	Supporting children with special educational needs and disabilities 
At The Duston School, we believe that an inclusive curriculum is the right of all children. In Music lessons, children’s individual needs are identified and then scaffolding is put into place to support learning and ensure barriers to success are removed. The adaptations made are very dependent on the individual child and take many forms. Some children are supported physically when learning to hold a new instrument while others may need the support of ear defenders for them to enjoy singing assembly. All children are included in school performances and are gently encouraged to challenge themselves and perform well. We aim for all children to enjoy Music and all musical achievements are celebrated.  

Music Curriculum Allocation 
Music is taught as a discrete subject on a weekly basis in all year groups, from EYFS through to year 6, using the Charanga music scheme as a basis for teacher’s planning. Detailed unit plans are provided which support teachers with their subject knowledge and sequences learning progressively while covering the National Curriculum for Music.
In EYFS and KS1, 45 minutes is allocated each week for music lessons. There are also planned opportunities for children to investigate sound making through continuous provision in EYFS and in Year 1 when the children are learning around the room. In KS2, hour long Music lessons are taught. These lessons run throughout the year. 



[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
	All of our Year 3 children take part in the NMPAT (Northamptonshire Music and Performing Arts Trust) access scheme and have a term of learning to play a brass instrument with expert tuition from an NMPAT teacher. Children are able to loan their brass instruments so that they can practise at home. The funding for this scheme is via the school’s SLA with NMPAT. 
NMPAT also offer individual and group tuition with experienced specialist teachers. Individual lessons last for 20 minutes while group lessons are often for 2 pupils for 20 minutes but could also be 3 pupils for 30 minutes and essentially give each pupil 10 minutes of tuition. Children are able to take their instrument home so that they can practise and the children work towards graded music exams. As the children progress, they play during one of our assemblies so that they have experience of performing to an audience. We have a small room allocated as a music room where NMPAT music tuition takes place. 
NMPAT music tuition lessons are available for the following instruments:
· Violin, Viola, Cello, Double Bass
· Trumpet, Trombone, Cornet, Tenor Horn, French Horn, Tuba, Euphonium
· Flute, Recorder, Oboe, Clarinet, Saxophone
· Guitar (electric / acoustic / bass)
· Drum Kit / Percussion
· Piano / Keyboard
· Voice

Band tuition from Rocksteady is also available. Rocksteady Music School work with groups of up to 9 children, teaching them in a rock band setting, consisting of keyboard, drums, vocals and guitar. Rehearsals for all the members of each band are once a week and last 30 minutes. The cost of this option is a flat monthly fee of £40.79 which is paid over 11 months. The children learn a number of pieces each month and then parents and children are invited to a performance. Rocksteady practice takes place in our multipurpose room. 
Children who receive Pupil Premium are able to use their funding towards music tuition lessons. 


Part C: Musical experiences
	The Primary Phase singing assembly takes place each week and is led by our Music Lead. Children learn and sing a range of songs. At the start of each singing assembly, a different musician, genre or culture of music is introduced and discussed. 
Musician of the Month is covered each month with children learning about the musician and their music, within their classes. They have opportunities to listen to a range of that musician’s music throughout that month. These musicians have been carefully chosen and include musicians which have faced diversity in their lives such as: Nina Simone, Joni Mitchell and Stevie Wonder. Our Music Lead provides posters for each classroom door and the resources to support teachers. 
All children, across the school, have the opportunity to perform in front of an audience each year. Families are invited to attend and there are no charges for these performances. 
The performances this year have been:
EYFS – Spring concert
Year 1 – The Nativity
Year 2 – I am Special 
Year 3 – Christmas Carol Concert
Year 4 – Follow the Yellow Brick Road
Year 5 – Welcome to the Globe
Year 6 – Leavers Assembly 
The whole school are invited to the secondary phase to watch their yearly production. This year the children enjoyed Matilda. 


In the future
	We are currently reviewing our music curriculum and considering the option of a new curriculum which may complement our curriculum as a whole. Our Music Lead is signed up to attend a webinar to support this decision.  
To enhance the children’s opportunities for musical experiences, we have signed up to Young Voices for the year 2024-25. The creation of a choir is being supported by the Music Lead in the secondary phase of the school. Staff have also volunteered to accompany the children to this event. 
The year 2022-23 the year 1 children visited the theatre for their annual trip. This is something that we are planning to repeat in 2024-25, and going forward, as it is a life experience that we would like all children to have undertaken. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]We have budgeted for new musical instruments to enhance music learning for all in 2024-25. There will be new class sets of glockenspiels suitable for learning in EYFS and KS1 and more advanced class sets to be used in KS2. Two class sets of recorders have been budgeted for so that a year group can learn this instrument for a term at a time. We are also planning on revisiting the learning of the glockenspiel and the recorder so that children become proficient. There will also be a new class set of percussion instruments to further enhance the children’s musical learning.  
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
