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The Old Testament

~The Old Testament is made up of several sections:
“Law s the first five books (Genesi to Deuteronomy). These are not ‘laws’
iin the modem sense, but stories and ideas about howlife should be lived.
~History contains the books of Joshua to Esther. This has tuelve books
‘which look at the history of the land of Israel.
Wisdom s the book of Jobs to the Song of Songs. The Wisdom section contains ‘intelligent’
ideas about how life should be lived.
~Prophets contains the book of lsaiah to Malakai, and contains information about
inspired preachers and teachers of God.
The New Testament

~The New Testament contains the four gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke
& John. These contain the main records of the life & teachings of Jesus.
~The New Testament also contains that Acts of the Apostles, which
‘were alo written by Luke. This tells of how the actions of Jesus' followers after his death
‘and resurrection led to the formation of the Christian Church.
~Finally, it contains the 21 Epistles (letters) ritten by Paul and the Book of Revelation,
witten by St. John the Divine. This discusses the end of the worid.

~The Bible is the holy book of Christicnity. It is not
uritten by one author, but rather is a collection of
66 diifferent books within one volume.

~The Bible is divided into two parts: The Old
Testament (which contains 39 books) and The New
Testament (with 27 books).

~The Old Testament has the same content as the
Jewish Tenaksh. It mainly discusses creation and
Gods early relationship with the Jews.

~The New Testament mainly covers the life of Jesus,
s followers, and early Christian communities.
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
