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Example Analytical Writing: Paper 1, A Christmas Carol 

A Christmas Carol- Level 4 response

In the extract, it becomes quite clear that Scrooge is frightened of the ghosts of Christmas yet to come. This is shown by Scrooge’s uncertainty of the ghost implied in Scrooge’s quote “Is that so, spirits?”. This suggests Scrooge is scared of what he will see or what may become of him also.
When in the extract it says “when it came near him, Scrooge slowly bent down upon his knee” this shows that Scrooge is trying to honour and respect the ghost so it wont harm him due to Scrooge’s attempt of flattery.

Additionally, Dickens presents Scrooge’s fear through when Scrooge gives in and confesses his fear directly to the ghost clearly shown by the quote “I fear you more than any spectre I have ever seen”.
When the extract says “Scrooge feared the silent shape so much that his legs trembled”, this suggests the sole aspect of Scrooges fear at the time is the characteristics and look of the ghost.

Dickens presents Scrooge’s fears in the novel as a whole to be no just of the supernatural aspects but others also. When Belle, Scrooge’s love relationship partner, quotes “you fear the world too much” this implies that Scrooges fears poverty to put the quote into context, Scrooge has just explained how he’d prefer money over love to Belle supporting the idea of his fear of poverty.
Dickens presents Scrooge to be fearful of Tiny Tim’s condition. When Scrooge learns of what may become of Tim, this is a major turning point in Scrooge’s attitude as he cares about Tims illness shown by “will the boy live”.

When in the extract it says “The spirit paused a moment, as observing his condition and giving him time to recover” this suggests Scrooge is physical as well as mentally traumatised by the presence of the ghost to the that he needed time to recover.

Ultimately scrooge fears death when the Ghost of Christmas yet to come shows him his grave. Scrooge is fear is shown by him pleading to be released from death and be allowed to live out the rest of his life to the ghost. This shows how scrooge has been taught other values apart from money such as love, family and kindness and that by sticking to these you will be a happier person which is illustrated through the character Fred, Scrooge’s nephew who does live by these values.


AQA Examiner Commentary 
This is a consistent level 3 in approach and content until the final parts of the response. The level 3 nature of the writing is characterised by it being comment-approach rather than more clearly explanatory. In other words, the candidate doesn’t ‘stay’ with any of their ideas long enough to develop them into a clear explanation of what they mean, until the final paragraph which is much more focused on the task and the ideas which are the focus of it. In order to develop further, this candidate needs to develop the ability to explain their ideas in detail. (17 marks)
